Fine Motor:

Can you practice your cutting skills?

You could provide your child with some open-ended resources for your
child to explore cutting, such as straws, cardboard tubes, magazines,
catalogues, grass, playdough, leaves, strips of paper, cooked spaghetti,
herbs, flowers etc... Encourage your child to hold the scissors with their thumb at the top
and two fingers underneath, they should use their other hand to hold what they are cutting.
Using scissor to cut safely and effectively takes a great deal of coordination and fine motor
control; you should provide your child with lots of open-ended opportunities to practice.

e Can you talk about what you notice about the different boats?

There are lots of different types of boats that travel on the sea; you could spend time looking
at the photographs and discussing them, you could talk about the similarities and
differences, the way they move, the amount of people that can use them. Your child may
notice lots of other things that you can chat about.

Can you describe what you can see through your own telescope?

You could make
a telescope using a kitchen roll tube or some rolled up card.

You can then use the telescope to spot some interesting things;
encourage your child to describe what they can see so that you
can try to guess.

Nursery Class Home Learning Ideas

Personal, Social and Emotional Development

e Can you take part in a ‘Show and Tell’ session?
Show and Tell time at nursery is very popular and the children enjoy showing and talking
about their special items. You could do this at home; explain to your child that you are going
to have show and tell time, and that they need to choose one of their favourite or most
interesting things to share. You could encourage other family or friends to join in physically
or virtually. Take it in turns to stand up and talk about, explain and describe your items.
Remember to model asking questions to find out more information.

e Can you talk about your day?
At the end of the day before bed or whilst you are sat together having tea, try to make time
to talk about your day. Encourage your child to reflect on what they did, you could pose
questions to encourage them to think about what they enjoyed or did not enjoy, what went
well or did not go so well, if they found anything tricky or easy etc... A good way to model
this is for you to also talk about your day; this may also encourage your child to ask you
questions to find out more.

e Can you order numbers?

problem and put them in the correct order. : -

e Can you count out the objects?

For this game you will need an empty box with a hole cut out big enough
for a hand to fit in; this will be your feely box. You then need to put a
certain number of objects inside and your child can put their hand in and
see if they can feel how many there is, then they can retrieve the objects
and accurately count them. You could have a number line for your child to match to. You
could play this a few times by adding different amounts of objects and different types of
objects. Remember to adapt this game to suit your child’s ability and when counting
remember to touch each object and say one number for each object and emphasise that
the last number counted is the total, e.g. 1,2,3,4 there are 4 balls.
